prior to the applicable Environmental Registry of Ontario (ERO) comment deadlines;  

 
3. That Council authorize staff to continue monitoring the development of regulations 

associated with Bill 98 and report back with further analysis and implementation 
considerations as details are released; and 

 
4. That the City Clerk forward this report to the Ministry of Municipal Affairs and Housing, 

Brampton’s Members of Provincial Parliament, the Association of Municipalities of 
Ontario, and the Region of Peel. 

Report Summary 

This report provides an overview of the Province’s Building Homes and Improving 
Transportation Infrastructure Act, 2026 (Bill 98) and associated Environmental Registry 
of Ontario (ERO) postings and seeks Council endorsement of staff comments.  

Bill 98 represents the next phase of provincial planning and growth management 
reform, building off ongoing legislative changes focused on accelerating new housing 
supply, aligned with the Province's goal of building 1.5M new homes by 2031. While 
framed as measures to accelerate housing delivery and streamline approvals, the 
proposed changes introduce a coordinated set of legislative and regulatory shifts that 
affect how municipalities plan, review development, and deliver infrastructure.  
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For the City of Brampton, these changes have implications for how growth is managed, 
how development is reviewed, and how infrastructure is planned and funded. While 
some measures may support efficiency and consistency, several proposals may limit 
the City’s ability to plan and manage growth in a way that reflects local priorities and 
infrastructure capacity.  

This report outlines the key changes, their implications for Brampton, and summarizes 
staff’s proposed response to the Province through the ERO process. Detailed 
submissions are included in the appendices. 

 

Background 

Over the past several years, the Province has introduced a series of legislative reforms 
aimed at increasing housing supply and streamlining development approvals, including 
Bills 108, 109, 23, 60, and 17.  
 
Bill 98 continues this direction and reflects a broader shift toward increased provincial 
direction, reduced municipal discretion, and greater reliance on standardized tools and 
prescribed processes.  
 
Unlike earlier reforms, Bill 98 is being advanced alongside a coordinated suite of ERO 
postings that define how the proposed changes will be implemented in practice.  
 

Current Situation and Key Implications for the City 

Bill 98 is currently in Second Reading and is not yet in force. Many provisions will come 
into force through proclamation and supporting regulations, with key details to 
be established through the Environmental Registry of Ontario (ERO) process. 
 

Taken together, the proposed reforms represent a continued shift in how growth is 
planned, reviewed, and serviced across Ontario, with implications for municipal planning 
authority, development review processes, and infrastructure coordination. 
 

Planning Framework and Local Policy Flexibility 

 

The Province is proposing to standardize Official Plans, including land use designations 
and plan structure, reducing reliance on secondary plans and site-specific policy 
frameworks. 
 

For Brampton, this limits the City’s ability to implement a context-sensitive 
planning framework, including Brampton Plan, which was developed through 
extensive consultation and is still in early stages of implementation. 
 

Staff note that the proposed approach may reduce the City’s ability to address key 
priorities such as climate change, environmental sustainability, and context-specific 
growth management. The removal of climate-related policy requirements 
from the Official Plans is of particular concern, as this may weaken the integration of 
climate considerations into land use planning, and ability to meet Council goals and 
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objectives outlined through the Environmental Master Plan (EMP) and Community 
Energy and Emissions Reduction Plan (CEERP). 
 

Staff position: The City supports improved consistency across planning documents but 
recommends maintaining flexibility for municipalities to structure Official 
Plans, retain local-specific planning designations, and include locally relevant policy 
content, including climate and environmental policies. Staff also recommend that 
implementation timelines be aligned with statutory review cycles to avoid rework and 
disruption. 
 

Development Review and Municipal Oversight 
 

The Province is proposing to streamline development approvals through changes to site 
plan control, complete application requirements, and increased reliance on prescribed 
professionals. 
 

For Brampton, these changes affect core tools used to ensure safe, functional, 
and well-designed development. In particular, limiting site plan control or 
removing it entirely would significantly reduce the City’s ability to address site-
specific issues, including safety, compatibility, and design quality, particularly in 
areas such as Major Transit Station Areas where site plan is the primary 
remaining approval tool. 
 

Similarly, restricting the information that municipalities can require as part of a complete 
application may limit the City’s ability to assess environmental conditions, infrastructure 
impacts, and site-specific constraints. 
 

Staff position: The City supports efforts to improve efficiency but 
recommends maintaining municipal authority to: 

 review and refine development proposals through site plan control;  
 require additional studies where needed to address local conditions; and  
 independently review technical submissions to ensure quality and 
completeness.  

 

Staff also note that removal of site plan control as a planning tool would have significant 
safety and design implications and should not be supported. 
 

Built Form, Community Design, and Public Realm 

 

The Province is proposing to limit enhanced development standards, restrict 
sustainability-related requirements, and introduce changes to minimum lot sizes and 
parkland dedication. 
 

For Brampton, these changes may affect neighbourhood character, reduce the 
ability to secure functional parkland, and limit the City’s ability to achieve 
environmental and sustainability objectives. The removal of requirements related 
to green building standards, landscaping, and environmental performance may 
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result in less efficient buildings, higher long-term costs, and increased 
environmental impacts.  
 

Changes to minimum lot sizes may also override the City’s Comprehensive Zoning By-
law and significantly increase subdivision potential in established neighbourhoods, with 
implications for infrastructure capacity and community character.  
 

Staff position: The City recommends maintaining municipal authority to implement 
development standards that support complete communities, environmental 
sustainability, and public health and safety. Staff also recommend that any provincially 
prescribed standards consider local context, infrastructure capacity, and 
planning objectives. 
 

With respect to parkland, staff recommend maintaining the City’s ability to secure 
functional, publicly accessible parkland and limiting the extent to which encumbered 
lands or privately owned spaces can be credited toward parkland dedication. 
 

Infrastructure Planning and Growth Coordination 

 

The Province is proposing new governance and financing tools for water and 
wastewater infrastructure, including the ability to establish municipally owned public 
corporations to deliver and finance these systems. Additional amendments under Bill 98 
would expand the Province’s authority to regulate financial, governance, and transition 
matters related to such entities. 
 

For Brampton, this is significant as the City’s continued growth depends 
on timely delivery of water and wastewater infrastructure, while recent 
development charge changes have shifted revenue collection later in the 
development cycle. This creates increased pressure to finance major 
infrastructure in advance of growth. 
 

Potential benefits of the proposed model may include new borrowing and financing 
flexibility, streamlined asset delivery, and alternative approaches to funding major 
capital works. However, the framework also raises important considerations related to 
municipal representation, accountability, debt allocation, cost sharing, and alignment 
with local growth priorities. 
 

As a lower-tier municipality dependent on regional servicing decisions, Brampton has a 
strong interest in ensuring any new governance model maintains transparent decision-
making, fair municipal participation, and clear accountability for service levels, costs, 
and long-term infrastructure planning. 
 

Staff Position: Staff support exploring new tools that may help accelerate critical 
infrastructure delivery. However, any future model should maintain public ownership, 
protect municipalities from indirect financial risk or unfunded liabilities, ensure 
meaningful municipal representation in governance, and preserve strong coordination 
between infrastructure planning, land use planning, and housing growth objectives. Any 
future model should also support affordable and sustainable water rates for residents 
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and businesses, with user charges reflecting the cost of service and inflationary 
pressures, rather than being used as a primary mechanism to fund growth-related 
infrastructure. 
 

Growth Forecasting and Long-Term Planning (PPS/PMG) 

 

The Province has released a draft Projection Methodology Guideline (PMG) to support 
implementation of the Provincial Planning Statement (PPS, 2024), which will guide how 
municipalities determine population and employment forecasts and land needs. 
 

For Brampton, this is a critical input into long-term planning decisions, as it 
directly influences growth allocation, land supply, infrastructure planning, and 
financial forecasting. 
 

Staff have previously identified concerns with the degree of reliance on provincial 
assumptions and the potential limitations on municipal flexibility. 
 

Staff position: The City recommends that the PMG provide flexibility for municipalities 
to reflect local growth conditions, infrastructure constraints, and planning objectives, and 
that municipalities retain the ability to apply professional judgment in developing 
forecasts. 
 

Development Charges and Growth Financing 

 

Bill 98 introduces targeted changes to the Development Charges Act, including 
proposed exemptions for non-profit retirement homes and potential future requirements 
for disclosure of development charges. 
 

For Brampton, these changes may reduce development charge revenue available 
to fund growth-related infrastructure, particularly when considered 
alongside previous reforms that deferred development charge collection. 
 

Staff position: The City supports measures that enable housing delivery but 
recommends that any changes to development charges consider impacts to municipal 
infrastructure funding and long-term financial sustainability. Staff also recommend that 
further clarity be provided on implementation and timing. 
 

Implication Summary 

 

Taken together, the proposed changes represent a continued shift toward greater 
provincial direction, more standardized processes, and reduced municipal flexibility in 
key areas of the planning system. 
 

For the City of Brampton, this affects how growth is planned, how development is 
reviewed, and how infrastructure is delivered and funded. These impacts are 
particularly relevant in the context of Brampton’s growth pressures, 
infrastructure needs, and ongoing planning initiatives. 
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The most significant impacts relate to development review and planning policy, which 
affect the City’s core ability to shape growth and development outcomes. 
While intended to support housing delivery, the effectiveness of these changes will 
depend on alignment with infrastructure capacity and implementation through 
regulation. 
 

Next Steps 

 

Staff have prepared detailed submissions on priority ERO postings, included in the 
appendices for Council’s endorsement. 
 

Through these submissions, staff are recommending that the Province: 
 maintain municipal flexibility in planning frameworks and policy 
development;  
 retain municipal authority over development review processes;  
 ensure alignment between growth planning and infrastructure capacity; 
and  
 support phased and implementable transitions to new regulatory 
frameworks.  

 
Staff will continue to monitor legislative and regulatory developments, participate in 
provincial consultation processes, and report back to Council as further details become 
available. 
 

Financial Implications 

There are no immediate financial implications associated with this report. Financial 
impacts will depend on the final form of regulations and implementation of the proposed 
changes. 

Conclusion 

 
Bill 98 and the associated ERO postings represent a significant phase in 
the Province’s ongoing reform of the planning and development system.  
  
While intended to support housing delivery and streamline approvals, the proposed 
changes introduce important considerations for how municipalities plan, review 
development, and coordinate infrastructure.  
  
This report provides Council with a summary of these changes and seeks endorsement 
of staff’s proposed response to the Province through the ERO process.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on proposed changes through ERO Posting 

026-0300. Please find comments on behalf of the City of Brampton.  

Streamlining and Standardizing Official Plans: 

The proposed changes will require significant updates to the City’s Official Plan 

(Brampton Plan, 2023), limiting the City’s ability to tailor policies to local needs and 

respond to emerging planning priorities. 

The introduction of a standardized Official Plan structure raises concerns, particularly as 

the proposed table of contents does not include a dedicated section for environmental 

sustainability or climate change. This omission risks reducing the depth and integration 

of environmental policies, including watershed-based planning, within the Official Plan 

framework. Furthermore, the removal of explicit requirements for municipalities to 

include climate change goals, objectives, and actions—on the basis that such 

considerations are already addressed through provincial policy—undermines the City’s 

ability to proactively plan for climate resilience. It is unclear why climate change policies, 

in particular, are being identified as redundant, given their importance in addressing 

local impacts such as flooding and extreme heat. The removal of these policies may 

have significant implications for community health and safety and could place a greater 

burden on municipalities to respond to climate-related challenges. 

Additional clarity is required regarding the intent of the “Local Landscape and Resource 

Management” category, specifically whether it is intended to encompass Natural 

Heritage System (NHS) policies. Clear direction is needed to avoid gaps or 

inconsistencies in environmental protection. Protecting Brampton’s natural heritage 

system and taking a systems-based approach to identify, protect and restore is critical 

for the long-term environmental health and well-being of the city.  
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The proposed changes also reduce the ability to develop area-specific and context-

sensitive land use designations. The City has undertaken extensive technical work and 

consultation to refine land use categories that reflect Brampton’s unique context and 

growth pressures. Limiting this flexibility diminishes the City’s capacity to plan effectively 

for local conditions and respond to stakeholder input. In particular, the City is in the 

early stages of an employment study to align employment area planning with recent 

provincial changes. As part of it, the City was intending to protect key employment lands 

that are important to the City that are outside of provincially protected Employment 

Areas, as defined by the Planning Act. Opportunities or flexibility should be provided to 

the municipalities in these instances to best plan for areas with unique contexts.  

The City seeks clarity on the additional direction that may be forthcoming on 

implementation of designations, including two or more sub-designations. This 

information may further refine the City’s comments. 

Secondary plans and site- and area-specific policies continue to play a critical role in 

providing context-sensitive planning direction. These tools are essential and should be 

maintained to ensure that development reflects local conditions, community needs, and 

infrastructure capacity. No restrictions should be placed on municipalities for 

implementing new secondary plans or site-and area-specific policies.  

Finally, the timeline for implementing these changes is a concern. The City requests 

confirmation of the timeline to transition to the new structure, ideally aligning 

implementation with the 10-year review cycle under the Planning Act after a new official 

plan is adopted. The City completed Brampton Plan in 2023 following a multi-year, 

comprehensive consultation process that built off the 2040 Vision. The Plan has 

remained largely under appeal since its approval in 2024. As a result, there has been 

limited opportunity to implement the Plan and realize the vision for growth established 

through this extensive public and stakeholder engagement. 

Complementary Changes to Support Implementation of Streamlining and 

Standardizing Official Plans 

Removing the requirement for municipalities to include climate change policies in 

Official Plans, inclusive of goals, objectives, and actions, undermines proactive, locally 

tailored planning. While the rationale suggests this is “redundant” given existing 

direction in the Provincial Policy Statement (PPS), it raises concern as to why climate 

change is being uniquely singled out for removal, despite its cross-cutting importance to 

land use planning and its growing impact on communities. In 2019, Brampton City 

Council declared a climate emergency and set a target of reducing our greenhouse gas 

emissions (GHG) by 80 percent by 2050. The City is also undertaken the completion of 

a Climate Change Adaptation Plan. The Official Plan is a critical tool in achieving 

Brampton’s climate mitigation and adaption goals.  
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Eliminating these policies would significantly undermine community health and safety by 

restricting municipalities’ ability to plan for and reduce risks from flooding, extreme heat, 

and other climate‑ related hazards. Removing climate change policies from Official 

Plans also weakens municipalities’ capacity to guide decision‑making that protects 

local infrastructure, supports innovation, and fosters the growth of green industries and 

associated jobs. Without the clear policy direction that Official Plans currently provide, 

municipalities are left with a greater burden to respond to escalating climate challenges 

and to pursue emerging opportunities without the necessary framework to do so 

effectively.The City has no comments on changes related to when Minister’s approval 

would be required for approved protected major transit station areas (PMTSAs).  

Site Plan: Prohibit Mandatory Municipal Enhanced Development Standards and 

Green Building Standards  

The proposed changes to prohibit mandatory municipal enhanced development 

standards and green building standards through site plan have large-scale impacts to 

site design and broader urban design and sustainability outcomes, which may 

negatively impact the quality of development in key growth areas. This is particularly 

concerning in Major Transit Station Areas (MTSAs) that have already been prezoned, 

where site plan control often represents the only remaining development approval 

mechanism available to municipalities. 

In addition, the changes remove the ability to require green building and construction 

standards and would make the City’s Sustainable New Communities Program (SNCP) 

voluntary. Together, these shifts are expected to result in less energy-efficient buildings 

and communities, leading to higher utility costs for residents and businesses and an 

overall increase in greenhouse gas emissions. Over time, this may also necessitate 

more costly retrofits, which are typically far more expensive than integrating energy-

efficient measures at the initial development stage. 

The impacts extend beyond individual development sites. The environmental context of 

a municipality does not end at property boundaries, and municipalities play a critical role 

in overseeing development through the review of professional plans, studies, and 

reports. This oversight is essential to ensure that development aligns with municipal by-

laws and standards and that public health and safety are maintained. 

The proposed changes also raise concerns regarding the municipality’s ability to 

regulate vegetation removal and require appropriate compensation, which has 

implications for ecological health and environmental sustainability. 

Finally, landscape enhancements, including furnishings, material finishes, softscaping, 

sustainable design elements, should not be viewed merely as aesthetic improvements. 
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Rather, they are integral to fulfilling a municipality’s responsibility to protect the health, 

safety, and overall well-being of the communities it serves. 

The City supports efforts to improve efficiency but recommends maintaining municipal 

authority to:  

 review and refine development proposals through site plan control;   
 require sustainable design standards and features; 
 require additional studies, where needed, to address local conditions; and   
 independently review technical submissions to ensure quality and 

completeness.   
 
Minimum Lot Sizes 

Changes to minimum lot sizes may also override the City’s Comprehensive Zoning By-

law and significantly increase subdivision potential in established neighbourhoods, with 

implications for infrastructure capacity and community character. 

The proposed standard minimum lot size of 175 square metres is smaller than some 

minimum lot sizes included in the new CZBL. For example, the minimum lot size for 

single detached dwellings in the CZBL ranges from 200 to 225  square metres. The 

proposed change would allow development with smaller lot sizes than anticipated 

through the CZBL, though it is unknown what the level of uptake will be. 

The standard minimum lot size also introduces the opportunity for many lots in existing 

neighborhoods to be subdivided as historical development patterns often included lot 

sizes significantly larger than 175 square metres. The CZBL included measures to 

protect neighborhood character, particularly retaining most site-exception zones and a 

minimum lot width schedule based on the previous Zoning By-law's lot size standards, 

that limited opportunities for subdividing land. The change proposed by the province 

appears to override both measures and greatly increases the number of lots that could 

be subdivided and meet the minimum lot size standards. 

In addition, smaller lot sizes may lead to increased density in both greenfield and 

established neighbourhoods, which could in turn result in higher Cash-in-Lieu (CIL) 

parkland contributions, as parkland dedication in these areas is calculated based on the 

greater of 5% of total land area or one hectare per 1,000 units. 

The City recommends maintaining municipal authority to implement development 

standards that support complete communities, environmental sustainability, and public 

health and safety. Staff also recommend that any provincially prescribed standards 

consider local context, infrastructure capacity, and planning objectives.  

Encumbered Parkland and Privately Owned Public Spaces (POPS) 
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The proposed changes increase flexibility in delivering parkland within built-up areas; 

however, this flexibility may come at the expense of the overall quality and functionality 

of Brampton’s parkland. While additional options for parkland provision may support 

development in constrained urban contexts, there is a risk that the resulting spaces may 

be less usable, less programmable, or less aligned with community needs and 

negatively impact Brampton’s Natural Heritage System (NHS). 

The proposal to allow lands within natural heritage features and areas to be eligible for 

parkland dedication, provided that a park does not interfere with or compromise these 

features, introduces further uncertainty. In particular, clarity is required around what 

constitutes “no interference,” as this will be critical in determining how such lands can 

be used and protected. Without clear definitions, there is potential for inconsistent 

interpretation and unintended impacts on sensitive ecological areas. 

Currently, the City’s Official Plan does not permit lands within the NHS to count toward 

parkland dedication. Allowing these lands to be eligible would place increasing pressure 

on the NHS to accommodate both passive and active recreational uses. In addition to 

introducing incompatible activities into environmentally sensitive areas, this shift could 

reduce the City’s ability to undertake restoration and enhancement initiatives in NHS 

lands, and may compromise the implementation of strategically planned, connected 

green networks designed to support ecological functions. 

In addition, incorporating parkland within natural heritage features or areas may limit the 

amount of programmable space available for recreation. Over time, this could create a 

need for the City to acquire additional parkland to meet programming demands, 

potentially increasing long-term costs and land acquisition pressures. This places 

further burden on the property tax base, and may place the City in a challenging future 

position when trying to balance competing financial pressures.  

The proposed changes may also have implications for the City’s Parkland Dedication 

By-law, which currently does not permit NHS lands to qualify toward parkland 

dedication. This could affect how the City collects cash-in-lieu and manages parkland 

contributions, potentially requiring additional legal coordination and new or amended 

agreements to address these complexities. 

The increasing use of Privately Owned Publicly Accessible Spaces (POPS) and strata 

parks raises further concerns. As identified in the Brampton Parks Plan – 2041, these 

types of spaces do not replace the need for new public parks and open spaces. If 

applicants increasingly rely on POPS or strata parks to meet parkland dedication 

requirements, there may be negative long-term impacts on the availability, quality, and 

accessibility of truly public parkland. 
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While POPS and strata parks can play a role in denser, urbanized contexts, they are not 

appropriate in all settings. An increase in such proposals may pose risks to the City. 

POPS remain privately owned, which can limit public access and control, while strata 

parks may involve underlying encumbrances that introduce safety or maintenance 

concerns. For example, recent safety issues associated with a park constructed over an 

underground tank in Vaughan highlight the potential risks of such arrangements. 

Further clarification is also needed regarding the proposed minimum 70% credit for 

POPS and encumbered lands, particularly given that the City’s current by-law permits a 

50% credit. The City seeks to understand the rationale behind this increased threshold 

and whether it is intended to incentivize development. At the same time, careful 

consideration must be given to how encumbrances may affect park programming and 

design, as these factors directly influence the usability and long-term value of park 

spaces provided under this framework. 

For Brampton, these changes will affect neighbourhood character, reduce the ability to 

secure functional parkland, and limit the City’s ability to achieve complete communities 

with enough green space and programmable spaces for a rapidly growing population 

across the City’s communities.  

Minister’s Zoning Orders: 

The absence of a notice requirement may limit Brampton’s ability to provide input on 

decisions to amend or revoke Minister’s Zoning Orders (MZOs). The City requests that 

changes related to lands within the City of Brampton by the Minister should be provided 

through proper notice and consultation, providing opportunities for input and discussion.

On behalf of the City of Brampton, we appreciate the opportunity to provide comments 
on the proposed legislative changes outlined in ERO 026-0301. 

The City of Brampton submits this supplemental submission to its original comments 

dated November 21, 2025, in response to the introduction of Bill 98 – Building Homes 

and Improving Transportation Infrastructure Act, 2026, and Schedule 9, which proposes 

amendments to the Water and Wastewater Public Corporations Act, 2025. 

The City of Brampton supports the modernization of water and wastewater service 
delivery, the principle of continued public ownership, and efforts to improve governance 
and accountability for shared infrastructure. While supportive of the province’s 
objectives under ERO 026-0301, the City notes that certain proposed amendments 
introduce expanded provincial and Ministerial authorities that could materially affect 
municipal governance, financial exposure, and long-term infrastructure planning. The 
city respectfully requests additional regulatory clarity, safeguards, and continued 
municipal consultation. 

The city supports the explicit prohibition on private ownership of any new water and 
wastewater public corporation, ensuring these essential services remain publicly owned. 
However, the legislation does not establish minimum municipal ownership thresholds or 
guaranteed board representation. The City requests that future regulations ensure 
meaningful municipal ownership participation and governance representation, 
particularly for lower-tier municipalities such as Brampton. 

The city supports provisions ensuring the continuation of existing contracts, including 

service, financial, and operational agreements. The City notes with concern, however, 

expanded Ministerial authority to alter agreements and requests that such powers be 

exercised transparently and in close consultation with affected municipalities.  
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The city previously noted that municipalities should not be required to guarantee or 

backstop corporate borrowing without explicit agreement. 

Schedule 9 provides important clarification that the liabilities, rights or obligations under 

municipal debentures or other instruments for long-term borrowing may not be 

transferred to a water and wastewater public corporation through a transfer by-law. The 

city supports this protection. 

However, Schedule 9 also introduces new regulation-making authority allowing the 

province to: 

 Impose requirements, limitations or conditions on both a municipality and the 
water/wastewater public corporation related to debt of either a lower-tier 
municipality the corporation is providing the services on behalf of or the 
municipality enacting the transfer by-law, which is incurred to finance transferred 
capital works.  

 Require a corporation to make payments of a specific amount to municipalities 

related to such debt; and 

 Provide that provincial regulations prevail over municipal transfer by-laws in the 

event of conflict. 

These provisions create uncertainty regarding future municipal financial exposure and 

the allocation of costs and revenues over time. The City requests assurance that 

regulations will not result in indirect downloading of financial risk or unfunded municipal 

liabilities. 

The city supports employee continuity provisions, including deemed continuous 
employment and labour protections. Ongoing consultation is essential to ensure fair 
application of employment and pension-related regulations. 

The city supports clarifying that drinking water systems owned by water and wastewater 
public corporations are subject to the Safe Drinking Water Act, 2002, ensuring 
continued regulatory oversight and public confidence in water safety. 

The city recommends guaranteed municipal governance representation, financial risk 
protection, transparent regulatory development, protection of development charge 
revenues, and ongoing engagement on asset and workforce transition matters 

The City of Brampton is committed to working with the province and regional partners to 
ensure a successful transition that enhances service delivery, supports growth, and 
reflects local priorities. The new entity’s governance structure, processes and funding 
mechanism will have significant impacts on the local municipalities, and it is critical the 
province works collaboratively with all involved parties. We welcome further consultation 
and request that the province provide detailed regulations and guidelines to support 
implementation.

On behalf of the City of Brampton, thank you for the opportunity to comment on ERO 
026-0310. 

The City supports the Province’s objective of improving the efficiency, predictability, and 
timeliness of site plan approvals. Faster approvals, coordinated review processes, and 
clearer expectations can assist in accelerating housing and employment development. 

However, site plan control remains one of the City’s most important implementation 
tools to ensure development proceeds in a safe, functional, and coordinated manner. In 
many instances, zoning establishes permissions broadly, while site plan is the stage 
where detailed matters such as access, servicing, grading, drainage, waste collection, 
pedestrian movement, landscaping, loading, and public realm integration are resolved. 

Brampton has significant concern with any proposal that would remove site plan control 
as a planning tool or overly restrict municipal authority to address site-specific issues. 
This is particularly important in intensification areas and Protected Major Transit Station 
Areas, where permissions may already be established and site plan is often the primary 
remaining approval mechanism. 

The City also has concern with a rigid, province-wide checklist that limits the ability to 
request additional studies or information where warranted by local context. Brampton 
includes greenfield communities, mature neighbourhoods, employment lands, transit-
oriented growth areas, flood-sensitive lands, and complex redevelopment sites. A one-
size-fits-all framework may not adequately respond to local conditions. 

The City further notes that overreliance on studies prepared solely by applicant-retained 
professionals, without appropriate municipal peer review or oversight, may reduce 
confidence in approvals and limit the City’s ability to ensure technical completeness. 
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At the same time, Brampton supports practical reforms that improve process 
performance, including clearer submission standards, differentiated review streams for 
simpler applications, better coordination across departments, and earlier issue 
resolution. 

Recommendation to the Province 

That the Province: 

1. Retain site plan control as a core municipal planning and implementation 
tool to address safety, servicing, functionality, accessibility, and site-specific 
design matters.  

2. Avoid a one-size-fits-all provincial checklist and preserve municipal discretion 
to request additional studies or technical information where justified by local 
conditions.  

3. Recognize the importance of site plan control in intensification areas and 
Major Transit Station Areas, where it may be the principal remaining tool to 
secure coordinated development outcomes.  

4. Permit differentiated approval streams that allow simpler applications to move 
faster while maintaining fuller review for large, complex, or sensitive development 
proposals.  

5. Maintain municipal authority to independently review and validate technical 
submissions, including reliance on peer review where appropriate.  

6. Support process improvements focused on coordination and timelines 
rather than removal of municipal oversight tools that protect long-term community 
interests.

On behalf of the City of Brampton, thank you for the opportunity to comment on ERO 
026-0311. 

The City of Brampton understands and supports the Province’s objective of facilitating 
gentle density, improving housing choice, and expanding ownership opportunities within 
existing urban areas. Enabling more efficient use of serviced land can play a role in 
addressing housing supply and affordability challenges. 

However, Brampton’s local context is distinct. The City has already experienced 
substantial gentle intensification through Additional Residential Units and infill activity 
within established neighbourhoods. In some areas, this growth has increased pressure 
on roads, parking, parks, stormwater systems, and other community infrastructure. 

The proposed province-wide minimum residential lot size of 175 square metres raises 
significant concerns regarding the potential override of recently completed local 
planning work, including Brampton’s Comprehensive Zoning By-law. The City’s new 
zoning framework established lot size, frontage, and neighbourhood standards through 
an extensive review process intended to balance housing opportunities with 
neighbourhood compatibility, infrastructure capacity, and local context. 

The proposed minimum lot size of 175 square metres is smaller than some minimum lot 
size standards in Brampton’s Comprehensive Zoning By-law, where single detached 
dwelling minimums generally range from 200 to 225 square metres. The proposed 
change may therefore permit forms of development not anticipated through the City’s 
recently adopted zoning framework. 

The City is also concerned that the proposed standard may significantly increase the 
number of lots eligible for severance or redevelopment in established neighbourhoods, 
as historic development patterns often created parcels larger than the proposed 
provincial minimum. Existing local zoning provisions, including minimum frontage 
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requirements and retained site-specific standards, were intended to manage 
neighbourhood transition and compatibility. The proposed regulation may override or 
materially reduce the effectiveness of those locally developed measures. 

While the City supports housing supply objectives, a uniform province-wide standard 
may not adequately account for differing municipal conditions, servicing constraints, 
neighbourhood patterns, and infrastructure readiness. 

Recommendation to the Province 

That the Province: 

1. Recognize local municipal context and recently completed zoning reviews 
before imposing a uniform province-wide minimum lot size standard.  

2. Permit municipalities to maintain higher local standards where justified by 
infrastructure capacity, neighbourhood conditions, urban design objectives, or 
established planning frameworks.  

3. Assess infrastructure implications of additional lot creation and infill, 
including impacts to roads, parking, parks, stormwater, water, wastewater, and 
community amenities.  

4. Ensure municipalities retain authority over frontage, access, design, and 
compatibility matters necessary to integrate new development appropriately 
within established neighbourhoods.  

5. Consult municipalities further on implementation details and monitor 
impacts on severance volumes, neighbourhood change, and municipal 
resourcing pressures.  

6. Pair housing intensification measures with infrastructure funding tools so 
municipalities can support complete and livable communities as density 
increases.

On behalf of the City of Brampton, thank you for the opportunity to comment on ERO 
026-0312. 

The City of Brampton supports the Province’s objective of increasing certainty and 
consistency within the parkland dedication framework while facilitating housing delivery 
and development approvals. The City recognizes that modernized tools may assist in 
securing parkland within built-up and intensifying communities where traditional land 
conveyance opportunities can be limited. 

However, parkland dedication remains a critical municipal tool to ensure growing 
communities are supported by functional, publicly accessible parks and open spaces. 
As one of Canada’s fastest-growing municipalities, Brampton must continue to secure 
high-quality parkland to meet recreation needs, support healthy communities, and 
deliver complete neighbourhoods. 

The City has significant concern with proposals that would require municipalities to 
accept encumbered lands or privately owned public spaces (POPS) in satisfaction of 
parkland obligations where such lands do not provide equivalent long-term public value, 
flexibility, or functionality compared to unencumbered municipal parkland. While these 
tools may have a role in select urban contexts, they should not become a default 
substitute for traditional public parkland. 

POPS arrangements remain privately owned and may create long-term operational, 
legal, access, maintenance, or programming limitations. Similarly, encumbered lands or 
strata park arrangements may constrain tree planting, recreation programming, grading, 
servicing, or future improvements depending on what lies beneath or adjacent to the 
land. 

The City is also concerned with a prescribed minimum credit framework that may 
overvalue certain land forms relative to their true recreational function. A mandatory 
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credit standard may reduce municipal flexibility to assess site conditions and determine 
appropriate valuation based on usability, visibility, access, size, and long-term public 
benefit. 

Further, permitting lands within or adjacent to natural heritage features to count toward 
parkland dedication may create pressure to use ecologically sensitive lands for 
recreational purposes where municipalities may otherwise prioritize restoration, 
enhancement, habitat connectivity, or passive use objectives. 

Where non-traditional parkland forms are accepted, municipalities may ultimately need 
to secure additional parkland in the future to meet recreation programming needs and 
serve growing communities. 

While Brampton supports increased flexibility where appropriate, municipalities should 
retain discretion to determine whether proposed lands meaningfully advance local 
parkland objectives. 

Recommendation to the Province 

That the Province: 

1. Maintain municipal discretion to determine whether developer-identified 
lands are appropriate for parkland dedication based on local recreation 
needs, functionality, long-term maintenance implications, and community benefit.  

2. Ensure POPS and encumbered lands are optional tools rather than default 
substitutes for traditional publicly owned and unencumbered parkland.  

3. Permit municipalities to apply context-specific credit valuation that reflects 
the true usability, accessibility, programming potential, and lifecycle value of 
proposed lands.  

4. Protect municipal ability to secure functional parkland in growth areas 
where active recreation space and future flexibility are essential.  

5. Avoid unintended pressure on natural heritage lands and preserve municipal 
authority to prioritize ecological protection, restoration, and connected green 
networks.  

6. Consult municipalities further on implementation, legal agreements, 
maintenance obligations, and appeal processes associated with POPS and 
encumbered land arrangements.

The City of Brampton recognizes the Province’s objective to improve consistency and 
predictability in development standards across Ontario. However, the proposed 
regulation to limit municipal authority to require certain enhanced development 
standards as a condition of land division approvals may have unintended consequences 
for municipalities seeking to advance climate resilience, sustainable growth, and 
complete community objectives. 

Municipal tools such as Brampton’s Green Development Standards, Sustainable New 
Communities Program, and related engineering or community design frameworks 
support outcomes such as tree canopy expansion, soil volume standards, permeable 
surfaces, low-impact development features, and sustainable neighbourhood design. 
These measures help implement Council-adopted priorities related to climate 
adaptation, environmental sustainability, and livable communities. 

While the proposal indicates that requirements tied to health, safety, accessibility, or 
protection of adjoining lands (including stormwater management) may continue to be 
permitted, there remains uncertainty regarding how municipalities may address broader 
sustainability objectives through the land division process. 

A province-wide restriction on these standards could reduce municipal flexibility to 
respond to local environmental conditions, growth pressures, and infrastructure needs. 
Municipalities vary significantly in geography, servicing context, climate risks, and urban 
form. A one-size-fits-all approach may limit innovation and locally appropriate solutions. 

Recommendation to the Province 

That the Province: 

1: Clarify the scope of standards that would remain permissible, including 
sustainability measures with demonstrated environmental or infrastructure benefits.  
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2. Retain municipal discretion to apply locally appropriate enhanced development 

standards where justified by local conditions and supported through approved municipal 

policies.  

3. Consider a provincial framework that establishes minimum baseline standards 

while allowing municipalities to exceed them through transparent local programs.  

4. Consult further with municipalities, developers, and conservation authorities  to 

ensure any framework supports innovation, integrated stormwater management, climate 
resilience, and housing delivery objectives.

The City of Brampton supports the Province’s objective of improving certainty, 
consistency, and predictability within the planning approvals process. Clearer 
expectations regarding complete application requirements can assist applicants in 
preparing submissions and may help reduce avoidable delays. 

The City recognizes that the proposed provincial list includes many commonly required 
technical studies and may provide a useful baseline framework across municipalities. 

However, Brampton has concern that a closed provincial list may not fully account for 
local site conditions, municipal contexts, or emerging technical issues that arise through 
application review. Municipalities must retain sufficient flexibility to ensure planning 
applications can be properly assessed based on the characteristics of a particular site. 

In particular, the City requests clarity regarding the continued ability to require locally 
relevant environmental and technical studies where warranted, including matters such 
as woodland management, wetland impacts, restoration opportunities, and other site-
specific environmental conditions not always captured through standard study titles 
alone. 

The City also recommends that municipalities retain authority to establish terms of 
reference and scope expectations for studies so submitted materials are proportionate, 
complete, and useful for decision-making. 

While Brampton supports greater consistency in complete application requirements, 
reforms should balance efficiency with the practical need for municipalities to undertake 
responsible and context-sensitive review. 
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Recommendation to the Province 

That the Province: 

1. Use the proposed study list as a baseline framework, while permitting 
municipal flexibility where justified by local site conditions.  

2. Clarify the ability of municipalities to require locally relevant environmental 
studies or equivalent materials where necessary to assess woodland, wetland, 
restoration, or other site-specific impacts.  

3. Permit municipalities to establish terms of reference and scope 
requirements to ensure studies are complete and decision-useful.  

4. Allow supplementary information where warranted by unique circumstances 
or incomplete submissions.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the proposed revocation of the Parkway 
Belt West Plan. The City will only respond to this ERO posting, and will not be 
commenting on the ERO Posting 026-0230 that repeals the 5 Minister Zoning Order’s 
enacting the Parkway Belt West Plan area.  

The City recognizes the role this Plan originally held to designate and protect land for 
large-scale infrastructure corridors, including transit, hydro and electric power facilities. 
Building on past comments provided in 2022 under ERO Posting 019-6167,  the 
Parkway Belt West lands are mainly occupied by the Highway 407 and parallel 
Transmission Corridor. Aligning with the original intentions of the Plan, the lands within 
this area have limited developable capacity to support housing. This area is located 
within the Lester B. Pearson International Airport Operating Area and within Provincially 
Significant Employment Zones. The Parkway Belt West Plan provided protection to 
adjacent employment land uses, which play a critical function in providing jobs for 
Brampton’s population and supporting the greater economic development of the Greater 
Golden Horseshoe, Ontario, and Canada. 

The City had previously commented recommending the Province ensure the goals of 
the Plan remain and consideration of the protection of these lands be integrated in other 
Provincial planning documents. Now that this has been sufficiently addressed through 
the Provincial Planning Statement, 2024, staff no longer have a concern on repealing 
the Plan as long as protections remain for the lands within this area as protected 
infrastructure.  

The City maintains its recommendation to the Province to conduct an assessment of the 
Parkway Belt West Corridor to determine potential investments to support additional 
transportation infrastructure along the 407 to alleviate local traffic on parallel corridors. 
This also aligns with PPS, 2024 policy 3.3.5, supporting the co-location of linear 
infrastructure, where appropriate.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on proposed changes relating to simplifying 

and standardizing official plans for upper-tier municipalities, secondary plans and site-

and area-specific policies. Please find the City’s comments and responses to the 

discussion questions below.  

Discussion Questions:   

Secondary Plan and Site- and Area-Specific Policies   

Question: Which types of areas are most appropriate for the use of secondary plans 

(i.e. new neighbourhoods, growth areas, settlement areas, employment areas, and/or 

areas where there are land use compatibility concerns)? Are there additional types of 

areas or policy objectives that should be eligible or prioritized?  

City Response: Any area in a municipality requiring greater planning study due to 

significant development or redevelopment pressures, which may include greenfield 

areas, key intensification nodes or growth areas, are locations where secondary plans 

are most appropriate. The purpose is complete greater planning evaluation and analysis 

to support hard and soft infrastructure delivery in that area and meet the vision set out 

through the PPS 2024 and local official plan to deliver context-sensitive, complete 

communities.   

Secondary plans are particularly valuable where there is a need to align land use, 

density, built form, transportation, and servicing strategies to support complete, context-

sensitive communities. They provide the necessary policy direction to coordinate the 

timely delivery of both hard and soft infrastructure, including transportation networks, 

parks, schools, childcare, places of worship and community services, while ensuring 
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financial and phasing considerations are addressed. There should be no limitations on 

where secondary plans can be utilized, and should be left to the municipality to 

determine areas of prioritization based on local, contextual needs.  

Question: What benefits or challenges, if any, might you anticipate if municipalities had 

the option to organize secondary plans as standalone documents, while still being 

subject to the same Planning Act processes that apply to official plans (e.g., notification, 

public meetings, appeals)?  

City Response: The City seeks clarity on what implications there are if Secondary 

Plans are to be organized as a standalone document from the Official Plan, while still 

being subject to the Planning Act process. Functionally, the City locates Secondary 

Plans separately on the City’s webpage from the Official Plan (i.e., Secondary Plans are 

not located at the end of the Official Plan download page, despite being a part of the 

Official Plan).  Until impacts of this change are understood, the City cannot comment on 

any benefits or challenges at this time.   

Question: Looking ahead, how would a future framework support the ongoing 

applicability of existing secondary plans and SASPs? Are there any considerations we 

should keep in mind about how these documents are maintained or updated over time? 

Should we establish principles to evaluate and transition existing secondary plans and 

SASPs to a new framework, and if so, what should these principles include?  

City Response: The City continually reviews and updates its policy framework, when 

required, inclusive of Secondary Plans. The City utilizing its own principles, based on 

build out, conformity to the Official Plan, changes in direction for an area, etc. to 

transition existing secondary plans and SASPs. A new framework is not required, as the 

City maintains and updates Secondary Plans, as required.  

Question: Would you support exempting secondary plans from Ministerial approval 

(except for lower-tier municipalities within an upper-tier municipality with planning 

responsibilities)? What advantages or risks do you anticipate with this approach?  

City Response: Yes – the City does not foresee any risks with exempting secondary 

plans from Ministerial approval and support the proposed change. A thorough and 

robust process is undertaken through Secondary Plan Reviews, inclusive of stakeholder 

and public engagement, including consultation with upper levels of government (such as 

an Environmental Assessment process for Transportation Master Planning or 

a Subwatershed Study). The City does recognize the benefit of sheltering from appeals, 

which the appeals process significantly delays implementation of Secondary Plans if 

there is time sensitive redevelopment happening in the near-term.  Reducing capacity 

for these Plans to be subject to years-long OLT hearings is a potential benefit that would 

save the City and taxpayers significant public funds (e.g., third party legal fees, staff 
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time and resources, expert witnesses, etc.). Providing an option for Provincial approval 

in these instances may be helpful to ensure implementation of priority Secondary Plans 

expeditiously, saving time and 

Question: What level of flexibility should municipalities retain to effectively implement, 

update, and maintain secondary plans under the proposed framework?  

City Response: The City supports municipalities having full flexibility to implement, 

update and maintain secondary plans. The City is undertaking a process to repeal 

outdated Secondary Plans, which ensures that out-of-date policy frameworks are 

effectively removed when no longer required.  

Upper-Tier Official Plans   

Question: In addition to considering a combined “Community Areas” use designation 

described above, are there other designations that would be useful for upper-tier 

official plans  that would help avoid duplication with lower-tier official plans?  

City Response: As the City intends to repeal the Region of Peel Official Plan, and as 

the Region of Peel no longer has planning authority, the City has no comment on this 

proposed change.   

Question: Are there any parts of the standardized table of contents, schedules, and 

land use designations outlined in ERO 025-1099 that would need to be modified or 

would not apply to official plans for upper-tier municipalities?

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the further revised draft Projection 

Methodology Guideline, which incorporates several welcome refinements and 

clarifications. The methodology, once finalized, will provide needed direction to the City 

of Brampton and other municipalities on forecasting population and employment growth 

as well as determining future land needs. As a municipality with settlement area 

boundaries that are coterminous with its municipal boundaries, Brampton would not 

require the methodology for determining the need for settlement area boundary 

expansions, but it would play a critical role in ensuring sufficient employment lands 

remain available to support the growth of the City’s economy and provide ample job 

opportunities for a fast-growing population. 

 

In Chapter 4 of the draft methodology, the municipality’s activity rate is to be used for 

forecasting employment by applying it to the projected population from a previous step. 

The City has some concerns with this approach as Brampton’s current activity rate is 

known to reflect an undersupply of job opportunities for its resident population, a 

situation which both the complete communities policies of the Provincial Planning 

Statement, 2024 and the economic development policies of the City’s Official Plan, 

Brampton Plan, require the City to address through land use planning. While the draft 

methodology does outline some circumstances in which it is appropriate for the 

municipality to further refine its activity rate, it would be beneficial to also specifically 

recognize scenarios where the use of the historic rate could result in undesirable 

economic outcomes and be unaligned with provincial and municipal land use policy. The 

City has a clearly stated objective of achieving an activity rate of 40%. Brampton Plan 
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states, “3.6.1.3 In alignment with the goals, objectives and policies of this Plan, an 

activity rate of 40% will be monitored and reported through the Growth Management 

Program (Section 5.1) to support a robust jobs to population ratio in Brampton.” As 

Brampton has continually had a low population-to-jobs ratio, planning for a healthier 

activity rate is critical to achieve Brampton’s city building objectives.
