1. To permit a combined gross floor area of 50.52 square metre (543.79 square foot) for two (2)

accessory structures, whereas the by-law permits a maximum combined gross floor area of 20
square metre (215.27 square foot) for two (2) accessory structures;

2. To permit an accessory structure (existing gazebo, relocated) having a gross floor area of
22.23 square metre (239.28 square foot), whereas the by-law permits a maximum gross floor
area of 15 square metre (161.45 square foot) for an individual accessory structure;

3. To permit an accessory structure (proposed golf simulator) having a gross floor area of 28.29
square metre (304.51 square foot), whereas the by-law permits a maximum gross floor area of
15 square metre (161 .45 square foot) for an individual accessory structure; and

4. To permit an accessory structure (proposed golf simulator) having a height of 4.5 metre (14'-
9"), whereas the by-law permits an accessory structure having a maximum height of 3.0
metres in all other residential zones.
