To amend Administrative Penalties (Non-Parking) By-law 218-2019, as amended

WHEREAS By-law 381-2005 ("Refuse and Dumping By-law") was enacted to
prohibit the dumping of refuse in Brampton and to require that owners and
occupants of lands in Brampton keep their land clear of refuse, graffiti and stagnant
water;

AND WHEREAS By-law 218-2019 "Administrative Penalties (Non-Parking) Bylaw"
was enacted to provide for a system of administrative penalties for designated by-
laws;
