 To amend User Fee By-law 380-2003, as amended, to update Brampton Transit 

user fees including establishing free fares for Brampton senior residents.  
 

WHEREAS By-law 380-2003 was passed pursuant to the Municipal Act, 2001, to 
impose fees or charges; 

AND WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton, through 
Resolutions CW112-2019, CW127-2019, C090-2019, CW132-2020, has 
approved the introduction of free fares for Brampton senior residents (aged 65+ 
with a valid Brampton Senior ID Card). 

AND WHEREAS the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton, has 
subsequently deferred the introduction of free fares for Brampton senior 
residents to the fall of 2021 (BC014-2020) as a result of the ongoing impacts 
associated with the COVID-19 pandemic. 

NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Corporation of the City of Brampton 
ENACTS as follows: 
 
 
1. Schedule G (Transit Divisions User Fees & Charges) of User Fee By-law 

380-2003, as amended, be further amended by replacing it with the 
Schedule set out in Appendix A to this By-law.
