e The by-law schedules relating to “Fire Routes” and “Community Safety
Zones” are impacted by this administrative update.

Background:

Administrative changes to Traffic By-law 93-93 are necessary on a regular basis as staff
identifies, adds and modifies by-law information to the appropriate schedules of the by-
law. This allows Traffic By-law 93-93 to support appropriate changes to the City’s road
network and subsequent traffic and parking regulations.

Current Situation:

The following amendments to the schedules of Traffic By-law 93-93 are recommended:



Fire Routes (Schedule XXID:

A housekeeping amendment is required to the “Fire Route” schedule to generate an
index number for the following locations.

e 465 Deerhurst Drive
e 71 Orenda Road

Community Safety Zones (Schedule XXIV):

Based on the report to the July 2020 Council meeting titled “Timetable for Automated
Speed Enforcement Implementation”, the following roadway sections are recommended
to be designated as Community Safety Zones to meet the provincial requirements for
implementing Automated Speed Enforcement.
