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4.2  Perspective Renderings

The principle involves enhancing the quality of development 
along the public realm and contributing to the physical image 
of employment and industry at large in the City of Brampton. 

Guidelines:

4.2.1 Provide a variety of materials that complement each 
other and create a composite whole.
 
4.2.2 Emphasize main entrances as prominent features of the 
elevation so that they are clearly visible from the streets and 
private roads. 

4.2.3 Use adequate glazing in main facades for window 
display and transparency, and avoid blank facades. 

4.2.4 Emphasize the human scale with the use of various 
elements that include signage, display windows, architectural 
detailing and materiality.

4.2.5 Enhanced elevation treatment should be extended over 
the sides of buildings that are exposed to the public realm and 
towards the interior of the site.

4.2.6 Provide attractive roofscaping to enhance the overall 
aesthetic appeal of the development and add variety to the 
horizontally massed blocks.
