4.3 Compatibility with Adjacent Residential Context 
 

.1 Scale 
 

• The OPA notes that high rise buildings may be permitted at major nodes and 
gateway locations, where adequate services and road/transit capacity exists, to 
express or reinforce their image as focal points.   

• At 45m across, the Sandalwood Parkway road allowance is wider than the proposed 
12 storey building is tall. Street to building height ratio 1:1 

• Mature boulevard planting mitigates the height difference to the neighbouring 
residential community. 

• The residential scale of fenestration and similarly scaled elevation composition will 
also mitigate the building size differences across the street.  

• Variety is an essential aspect of healthy urban environments.
